Day 9-13 Salta 

Trip Itinerary  

Day 1: The Start of an Amazing Journey 

Participants will fly in to Buenos Aires, Argentina 

and start the day off getting settled in San Telmo, 

a neighborhood exploding with culture.  After 

brief orientation to the city, explore the famous, 

Casa Rosada or the Presidential Palace, and 

make our way to the cityôs backbone, Puerto 

Madero.  

Day 2-5: Culture, culture, culture! 

For the next two days the group will indulge in the 

exquisite argentine cuisine, tour the Italian 

influenced neighborhood of La Boca, visit a 

Tango show, and depending on schedule of 

events, attend an invigorating game of ñf¼tbolò or 

what Americas refer to as, soccer. This will give 

us time to acculturate and prepare for a 

demanding trip ahead. 

Day 6: Iguaçu Falls 

Heading north we visit one of the wonders of 

Argentina. Strung out along the rim of a crescent-

shaped cliff about 2.5 miles long, some 275 

individual cascades plummet into the gorge 

below. The thunderous roaring can be heard from 

miles away.

Meet the Guarani indigenous people of northern 

Argentina and volunteer for two days with the 

nonprofit organization, L.I.F.E. Experience the 

gratification of preparing food and feeding nearly 

a hundred civilians.  

 

Day 9-12: White-water rafting and Zip lining 
 

Taking an overnight bus from Iguaçu, we arrive in 

Salta, a province of northern Argentina.  After a 

day of rest, we will raft or kayak the Juramenco 

River, zip-line across the valley, and enjoy a 

traditional óasadoô meal while camping along the 

river shore.   

 

Day 13-14: Mountain Biking in the Desert 

Cross the Argentine-Chilean border on bus as we 

enter one of the driest regions of the word, the 

San Pedro de Atacama Desert.  Enjoy mountain 

biking like youôve never experienced it before. 

Day 15: The Expedition Begins! 

The fun really starts when we jump in desert jeeps 

and take a three day tour of the Bolivian country-

side. Visit lagoons, geysers and desert scenery 

including the location of Gaudiôs artistic 

inspiration.

There we will experience 

the jungle and pampas at its best.  

Day 20-21: Journey in the Jungle 

 Hike through the canopy covered, vine lingering, 

critter filled forest while learning about the flora 

and fauna throughout the lush land.  

Day 22-24: Piranhas, Dolphins and Anacondas! 

Itôs time to do the things you never thought youôd 

do. Fish for piranhas, swim with river dolphins 

and hunt for anacondas.  Not to mention, take the 

canoe out for a night ride in search of the 

gleaming red eyes of crocodiles. 

Day 25-26 Lake Titicaca, Bolivia 

Explore the shores of the largest high altitude lake 

in the world, and hike to see the view.  Take a 

ferry boat to the Isla Del Sol, which is where the 

Inca Empire was born, and trek the winding paths 

of the island.  The landscape is unforgettable and 

fresh lake trout are absolutely delicious.
